Cole Sternberg

Sternberg’s impressionistic interpretations of everyday scenes display a world that is often edgy and always fresh. A world that is choppy and chaotic, yet fluid and strangely peaceful.  To further present this paradox, Sternberg’s work tends to feature a contrast of lively whites, warm yellows, radiant reds and electric blues leaping forth from a cold, flat black backdrop.   
Born in 1979 in Richmond, Virginia and raised in Saratoga, California, Sternberg was always enamored with art. His first memories of art go back to the age of three, spending time with his grandparents at local museums. He recalls staring at the works of Van Gogh and Monet and being completely fascinated with how these masters could make silent works speak so loudly, so clearly.  
Though he went on to study art as part of the general curriculum in high school and college, he pursued no formal training as an artist. In fact, after completing marketing, political science and honors studies at Villanova University, Sternberg went on to American University where he received his law degree in 2004. That same year he passed the Barr and earned his credentials as a lawyer. Sternberg entered into the fast track in the entertainment law field, but did not suppress his passion for the canvas.  
Sternberg continues to be inspired by the works of other artists, music and artificial light. His preferred mediums include oils, acrylics and ink on canvas and paper. Over the past six years, he has focused on oils on canvas.  Though it is early in his career, and he is still evolving, it is clear that Sternberg has developed his own distinct artistic vision.  
Sternberg’s work has been displayed at the Blue Room in Washington, D.C., the Adopt-A-Minefield charity gala in Los Angeles, as well as various installations across the country.
